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Grinton Lodge is a 19th-century former shooting lodge that has been
a youth hostel since 1948. It is a Grade Il listed building, situated
above the village of Grinton, in beautiful Swaledale, just 9 miles from
the market town of Richmond, North Yorkshire.

Staying at Grinton offers groups the opportunity to stay in an historic
building in a unique landscape. Swaledale is one of the most
northerly of the Yorkshire Dales with wild and unspoilt scenery. Many
of the villages and tiny hamlets - still carry the names given to them
by Viking farmers who settled here over a thousand years ago.

The Lodge has 77 beds over 20 rooms, 5 of which are en-suite. All the
none en-suite rooms have a wash basin with access to shared shower
and toilet facilities close by.
