Example Chester Programme: Day 1

AM PM Evening

Arrive in Chester around 
11:30

Chester River cruise: A cruise on 
the River Dee, with a commentary 
detailing Chester’s rich Roman, 
medieval, and industrial history.

Egg Rockets: Build and 
launch a water rocket 
that will carry a precious 
cargo up into the sky and 
bring it back down safely. 
This is a great activity to 
encourage teamwork and 
explores the idea of forces 
and aerodynamics.
