The Venue

Accommodation: Comfortable accommodation for up to 160 guests in a mix 
of dormitories and en-suite rooms. 

Meals: Fully catered homemade healthy meals from evening meal on day 1 
through to packed lunch on day 3, with all dietary concerns taken care of.
